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Three bid for Manzanillo
LNG facility

. MEXICO: Mexican state power
company Federal Commission of
Electricidad (CFE) has received
three bids for the reception, storags
and regasification of liquefied
natural gas (LNG) in Manzanillo, a
CFE spokesperson told
BNamericas.

The consortiums that submitted bid
were Energia Occidente de Méxicg
Terminal KMS de GNL and

A barge towing gas silos of the type

destined for use in Manzanillo

Controladora LNG Manzanillo.

Energia Occidente de México is
made up of Calgary-based pipeling
and energy company TransCanadd
the local Techint Servicios
subsidiary of global EPC company
Techint and Belgian energy
company Tractebel.

Terminal KMS de GNL is
comprised of Japanese firm Mitsui,
Korean multinational Samsung and
the Korean Gas Corporation
(KoGas).

The Controladora LNG Manzanillo
consortium consists of Spanish
power firm Iberdrola, Mexican
construction firm ICA, and Japanesg
firms TOkyo Gas and
Ishikawajima-Harima Heavy
Industries.

CFE expects to award the contract
on March 10. The winner will be

required to provide a guarantee of

US$85 million at signing begin operation
on July 1, 2011. CFE last year awarded t
15-year LNG supply contract for the
prospective terminal to Repsol
Comercializadora de Gas.

Supply will be gradually scaled up to
500,000 cf/d by 2015 after starting at
90,000 cf/d in 2011, increasing to 180,00
cf/d, 360,000 cf/d and 400,000 cf/d after
2011.

Gas from Manzanillo would feed the new|
3 GW capacity CFE intends to install in
the region, 2 GW of which would be
located in Manzanillo and 1 GW in
Guadalajara.

Further, LNG will help guarantee gas
supply to Mexico's Bajio region, where
cities suffered gas cuts as a result of an
attack by leftist guerrilla group EPR on th
Mexico-Guadalajara pipeline in July.

IMSS FOR SINGLES

Last month we reported that it was
now no longer possible for single
people to be approved for Health
Care in Mexico. Several people had
applied and been turned down. It
was soon ascertained that this did
not apply to those already within
the system. Manzamigos went to

SHARK HUNTER
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Since | was given an estimated
figure of 15,000 billfish captured by
commercial panga longliners for
november 2007, | decided to do
some stats myself to verify that
number. From walking down to the
docks of the local fishery

cooperative and seeing what's
being brought in, it is fairly easy to
calculate the impact on the local
sailfish and marlin stocks,
especially for sailfish which is the
most commonly fished species after
dorado (Mahi Mahi).

If we work with 22 fishing days for
november 2007, which is excluding
saturday and sunday as per the
agreement between sport
fishermen, the fishing cooperative,
and the state government (although
| have seen sailfish, marlin, and
dorado, brought in on saturdays!),
with 4 receiving houses or
middlemen, and an average landing
of 1oo hillfish per receiving
house/fishing day, we end up with
8,800 billfish for November 2007, of
which more than 90% will be
sailfish. A minimum, extremely
conservative figure, would be an
average of 50 billfish per receiving
house and that would give 4,400
billfish for november 2007. You see
it is the cumulative effect that is the
problem: Seeing 50 billfish in a
receiving warehouse doesn't seem
like a problem until you multiply that
by 4 receiving warehouses x 22
days for november. Then what if we
were to multiply this minimum by 4
months of fishing? 17,600 billfish. A
very conservative estimate. What if
we were to look at a really good
fishing month for november with
say an average of 150 hillfish per
day for each of the 4 receiving
houses (remember that there are
100 panga longliners operating out
of the cooperative). Then we get
13,200 billfish landed. Therefore the
figure of 15,000 billfish slaughtered
in november 2007, given to me by



another sport fisherman, could
easily be correct.

Now the big problem here in
Manzanillo, is that because billfish,
dorado, and roosterfish, are
reserved for game fishing and it is
illegal to fish for them commercially,
no records are kept by the
fishermen and so it is impossible to
manage the stocks!

Does this affect sport fishing off
Manzanillo? Of course it does!

Does this affect the population of
Sailfish in the Eastern Pacific?
Probably not. As the species has a
high reproductive rate and is short-
lived. For example, a 33 kg female
Atlantic Sailfish may shed 4.8
million eggs:

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But what about stock statistics and

reproductive data for Eastern
Pacific billfish?

Would these catch rates affect sport

fishing along the Pacific Coast of
Mexico? Yes.

Does this fishing effort by the panga
longliners off Manzanillo affect
Marlin numbers? In terms of sport
fishing, definitely! Not just in terms
of abundance, but perhaps even
more importantly, age/size/weight
of individuals. Is panga longliners
operating off Manzanillo affecting
Marlin populations in the Eastern
Pacific? Yes, but not as great an
impact as the foreign longline fleets
operating in International waters (or
operating illegally within the
Mexican Exclusive Economic

(Fishing) Zone!).

Does the longlining by panga
fishermen off Manzanillo, using live
bait, affect shark populations?
Undoubtedly. A Complete Disaster.
This is why so few sharks are
landed at the docks (and all have
been finned). And most individuals
are juveniles (non-reproductive).
Chumming for sharks around
Manzanillo Bay is pointless. The
inshore shark fishery has been
devastated. The problem is the
same for nearly all elasmobranchs:
They are long-lived and have a low
reproductive rate. Below | have
quoted the reproductive data for the
Shortfin Mako from MarineBio:

"Female shortfin makos usually
become sexually mature at a length
of 3 m. Developing embryos feed
on unfertilized eggs in the uterus
during the gestation period of 15-18
months. The 4-18 surviving young
are born live in the late winter and
early spring at a length of about 70
cm. It is believed that females may
rest for 18 months after birth before
the next batch of eggs are
fertilized."

But the greatest part was that
everyone enjoyed themselves so
much that nobody wanted to stop
dancing. The music stopped at
1:00am but about ten tables
decided to keep chattering away.
When we left at 3:00am finally,
most were still there. The other
great part was that there were NO
complaints.

Although there is probably 70%
Mexican to 30% Americans and
Canadians, we are still doing great
and this, of course, just means we
can help more kids at school. The
Fund is now sponsoring 28 kids
this year and we hope to get to 35
this next school year. Last year we
graduated 9 kids fron High School
(Preparatoria) and all went on to

College. We started out ten new
kids in Middle School (Secundaria)
and hopefully we can replace the
five graduating this year and add
three to five more next school year
in August 07. The kids in
Secundaria costs less because they
are not paying inscription fees like
the kids in Preparatoria, so we have
to keep a balance of the two
sections.

The funding comes from the
interest that is made on the
investments we have in one local
bank in a Mutual Fund that is
paying well, probably the best on
the market that is both safe and
available when we need it. We are
always checking different banks to
see who's doing best, but we now
have over 450,000.00 pesos in the
Mutual Fund and that is allowing
us to cover the expenses for our
kids for the whole year , and should
cover them for quite a few years to
come !!

We do, however, always look for
ways to increase these funds, so we
can increase the amount of kids we
can help. We do not give money
directly to the kids. What we do is
provide the student with an ID from
the Fund and he/she takes it to local
storesto get the school supplies,
uniforms, shoes and books that are
required by their schools. Other
wise, funds like the government

gives out, often wind up in the
hands of the parents and don't
always go to the student's direct
school needs. We figure our system
is better in that respect.

Like | said, THE BEST YET,
although last year was great too. |
thank the Good Lord for all the
help that He has sent me and the

Fund to keep up the work that the
Reynolds and all the Founders
started. He hapersonally made a
great situation of a very sad loss for
me and Pera. We thank you all that
send your blessings and donations
and may the Good Lord keep you
all well and healthy.
